The Arts in Britain

The arts in Britain are flourishing, and present a varied and lively picture. London has
become an international forum of the arts, with major exhibitions of painting and sculpture
and theatre, opera and ballet companies and orchestras drawing large audiences.
Throughout Britain there are festivals and centres of artistic activity — among them the
Edinburgh International Festival, the music festivals at Aldeburgh, Windsor and Chel-
tenham and opera at Glyndebourne.

The spread of musical interest in Britain owes much to the British Broadcasting
Corporation with its daily music programme and its partial financing of the Promenade
Concerts at the Royal Albert Hall, London.

There are over 900 museums and art galleries in Britain and art exhibitions are shown
all over the country through the Arts Council, which distributes government grants for
music, drama, painting and sculpture. Local authorities play an important part in
encouraging the arts, supporting galleries, orchestras and arts centres — an example is the
ambitious Midlands Art Centre for young people in Birmingham.

British artists, writers, musicians and architects exert a powerful influence abroad.
Notable figures include sculptors Henry Moore and Anthony Caro, painters Francis Bacon
and Graham Sutherland and, among younger artists, Richard Smith, winner of a major
international prize in 1967, Richard Hamilton, who painted the first “pop” picture, and
Bridget Riley, internationally known artist whose work has also inspired fashion.

British music owes’much to the composer Benjamin Britten, whose influence has
produced a new school of British opera. In architecture the work of Sir Basil Spence
(Coventry Cathedral, Sussex University) and the collective work of modern British
architects in housing and town planning are outstanding.

Literature presents great diversity . Poetry has received fresh stimulus from regional
movements including the Liverpool poets, who write for public performance. Among
novelists of worldwide reputation are Graham Greene, Angus Wilson, William Golding,
Iris Murdoch and Muriel Spark.

ACID RAINS
Every year more and more plants and animals disappear never to be seen again.
Strangely, it is the most intelligent but most thoughtless animal that is causing most of the
problems — man. Nature is very carefully balanced and if this balance is disturbed,



animals can disappear alarmingly fast. Every day, thousands of species of animals draw
closer to extinction.

In many lakes fish are dying. Fishermen are worried because every year there are
fewer fish and some lakes have no fish at all. Scientists are beginning to get worried too.
What is killing the fish?

The problem is acid rain. Acid rain is a kind of air pollution. It is caused by factories
that burn coal or oil or gas. These factories send smoke high into the air. The wind often
carries the smoke far from the factories. Some of the harmful substances in the smoke may
come down with the rain hundreds of miles away.

The rain in many places isn't natural and clean any more. It's full of acid chemicals.
When it falls in lakes, it changes them too. The lakes become more acidic. Acid water is
like vinegar or lemon juice. It hurts when it gets in your eyes. It also kills the plants and
animals that usually live in lake water. That is why the fish are dying in lakes.

But dead fish may be just the beginning of the problem. Scientists are finding other
effects of acid rain. In some large areas trees are dying. Not just one tree here and there,
but whole forests. At first scientists couldn't understand why. There were no bugs or
diseases in these trees. The weather was not dry. But now they think that the rain was the
cause. Acid rain is making the earth more acidic in these areas. Some kinds of trees cannot
live in the soil that is very acidic.

FEEDS FOR LIVESTOCK

Feeds are classified into three groups, depending on their fibre content and nutritive
value. They are roughages, concentrates and protein supplements.

The primary characteristic of roughage is its high fibre content. Roughages may
contain from 25 to 40 per cent fibre. For this reason they are not suitable for hogs but one
can give large quantities of roughages to cattle and sheep.

Roughages may be classified according to the method they are fed. They may be
succulent or dry. Succulent roughages include silage or pasture grasses, the latter being the
most economical source of forage.

The most common forms of dry roughage are hay and straw. Good hay
Is the one that contains much green leaf. Hay being made from grass in the
early flowering stage, its feeding value is higher than that from mature
grass.

Oat straw is known to be a valuable feed for beef cattle and low-yielding dairy cows.
Barley straw is sometimes fed to beef animals. It is more digestible, than wheat straw. The
latter is high in indigestible fibre. That is why it is used for bedding.

Concentrates being high in energy, all classes of farm animals are fed
with such feeds. The main concentrated feeds are different kinds of cereals.

Feed containing protein of about 20 per cent or higher is known as a protein feed. Animals
require from 10 to 20 per cent protein in their ration, depending on their age and productivity.

All these feeds supply farm animals with enough protein, carbohydrates and fats.

MEASURING DEVICES

Ammeters and Voltmeters. Ammeters measure the current flowing in a circuit and
normally have scales which are graduated or calibrated in amperes, milliamperes or
microamperes.



Voltmeters are used to measure the potential difference between two points in a
circuit. The calibration of voltmeters is usually in volts, millivolts, or microvolt. The
main difference between the two instruments of the same type or design is in the
resistance of the operating coil, identical moving units may be used for either meter.
An ammeter is connected in the positive or negative lead in series with a circuit
and, therefore, must have a low resistance coil, otherwise the readings would be
incorrect as the coil would absorb an appreciable amount of power.

A voltmeter is connected in parallel across the points of a circuit where the
difference of potential is to be measured. The resistance of the operating coil must,
in this instance, be as high as possible, to limit the amount of current consumed by
it, or else a drop in potential due to the meter would occur and the pointer indication
would not represent the true potential difference across the circuit.

Wattmeters. The measurement of the power in a D. C. circuit at any instant
can be achieved by means of an ammeter and voltmeter as the power in watts is the
product of the current and the voltage. With A. C. circuits, however, the instantaneous
values are always changing. To measure A. C. power correctly, therefore, it is
necessary to use. the third instrument to measure the phase difference. The normal
practice, however, is to combine these three instruments in one which will give a
direct reading of power in watts.
